PowerPoint Final Project 
You work for The Great Outdoors (TGO), a medium-sized company that specializes in selling and leading a variety of outdoor expeditions. One of your responsibilities is to speak at free monthly seminars for interested potential customers. The goal of your seminars is to both educate your audience about the many different types of expeditions TGO offers ands to tell them about past trips to generate excitement and encourage people to try something they might have never done before. 

Create a PowerPoint presentation for next month’s seminar. Assume the following:

· You will give the presentation in a large room with a computer and an overhead projection screen.

· The audience consists of about 25 people who learned about your seminar from a brochure that you have placed in outdoor equipment and sporting goods stores.

· Most audience members are between 25 and 50 years old. Some have taken expeditions before, but the majority has not, and all are looking for something unusual and memorable. Education levels within the group vary widely.

· TGO has been in business 5 years, and has grown from 5 to over 50 expeditions a year.

· Expeditions are led by guides with a minimum of 5 years' experience in leading outdoor expeditions. Many have worked in national parks as rangers or on trail crews, and know the expedition areas well. All are certified in first aid.

· TGO can take between 10 and 15 people on any expedition. Most expeditions require no prior experience; a few, however, are specifically for those with experience and equipment in a given area or skill.

· In the last year, TGO’s expeditions have included 3 fishing expeditions to the Yukon River in central Alaska, 4 hikes in the White Mountains of New Hampshire, 4 cross-country ski trips in Vermont (1 for experienced cross-country skiers), and 9 bike trips in New England. Three of the latter were foliage trips in October, and the other 6 were in the summer. One of the summer trips was a bike tour of the Maine seacoast.

· TGO's plans for 2006 include high-plains ranching and backwoods camping.

To complete this Final Project:

1. Create a new presentation and then apply an appropriate design template to it. Save the presentation as Outdoors-Final
2. On the title slide, enter the title The Great Outdoors, and below it, 2005 Expeditions. Below that, enter your name and the date.

3. Create a second slide entitled Who We Are, using the general company information above.

4. Create a third slide entitled What We’ve Done, and enter text that outlines the types of tours TGO has led during the last year.

5. Create 5 more slides that present some of the tours TGO is planning for 2006, one slide for each tour. Enter the text in outline view, and then arrange the slides in Slide Sorter view. Keep the slide text brief, and enter notes for each slide that give you more information to use as you speak. The tours are

· Cross-country skiing trips during January and February to Vermont, Utah, New York state, and Washington state. All are 3-day tours, except for the Vermont tour, which is 6 days. The 3-day tours cost $300 and feature accommodations at Parks Service huts. The 6-day Vermont tour costs $700 and features accommodations in country inns. Children are half price. If demand is sufficient, TGO will try to lead one trip for “pros” — those in excellent condition and with a lot of experience in skiing more challenging terrain. Airfare is not included.

· High-plains ranching (Summer/Fall only), is a 7-day tour that costs $1,000 per person and features gourmet cooking, horseback riding, and hiking. Accommodations are in comfortable, well-equipped log cabins.

· Summer Backwoods camping trips (3 or 7 day tours) to the Moosehead Lake region of Maine cost $350 or $800 per person, including bus transportation between Portland, Maine and the Moosehead region.

· Winter Backwoods camping trips (3 days only) are in cabins in northern New Hampshire and cost $350 per person.

· Fishing expeditions to various regions of Alaska last 5 days and cost $900 per person, including ground transportation to various rivers. Airfare is not included. Expert fishing guides will give tips. Fishing equipment included.

6. Spell check your presentation and correct any errors.

7. Put your name in the notes and handouts footer: Click View on the menu bar, click Header and Footer, click the Notes and handouts tab, and enter your name in the footer box.

8. Evaluate your presentation according to the guidelines given in the unit. Make sure your presentation follows the guidelines.

9. Save the presentation, and print it in Notes Page view for your own reference, and as Handouts (6 slides per page) for the audience.
